Position Summary

The Visitor Experience Ambassador creates a welcoming environment for all Museum visitors. They monitor buildings and
grounds, protect museum assets, ensure visitor safety, and prevent unauthorized access. Responsibilities include enforcing
public space rules, reporting on activities, interacting with visitors and staff, and staying alert to potential hazards to maintain
a safe and positive environment.

Major Duties
The following responsibilities are listed in no particular order, as each one plays a vital role in the success of the Museum. All
tasks are essential to our daily operations.

Visitor Experience Ambassador Duties
e Carry out instructions for security, fire, health and safety guidelines
e  Monitor activities throughout the museum, including conducting roving patrols, protecting works of art on display,
and responding to incidents as directed.
e  When interfacing with the public, ensure all visitors to The Museum have a positive experience
e Remain knowledgeable about Museum activities, services, and layout and be willing to assist any visitor
e Participate in regular trainings on topics including accessibility, customer service, exhibition content, and visitor
experience
o Attend All-Staff meetings, and program planning meetings as able
e Adhere to policies and procedures as outlined in the Employee Handbook
e Other duties related to the visitors experience department as assigned
Gallery Ambassador Duties
e Monitor the galleries to protect the works of art on display throughout the museum
e Work as a key member of a visitor-centered team to ensure museum visitors have a positive experience
e Observe visitors in museum areas to provide smooth flow of visitation, while keeping artwork and visitor safety as
main priority
e Report any artwork incidents, visitor feedback, and gallery observations to supervisors
Event Support
e Provide high-level customer service to all attendees, ensuring a welcoming and professional environment
e Monitor event spaces to ensure safety, security, and a positive visitor experience



e Respond promptly to any incidents or issues that arise during events, following established protocols
e Perform other event-related duties as assigned to support the VE team

devices visible at once
Body Movements:
